As the national movement developed, nationalist leaders became more
and more aware of such icons and symbols in unifying people and
inspiring in them a feeling of nationalism. Another means of creating a
feeling of nationalism was through reinterpretation of history. By the end
of the nineteenth century many Indians began feeling that to instill a
sense of pride in the nation, Indian history had to be thought about
differently.
